Any officer or 
committee chairman who has been invested with the badge of office shall surrender it to their successor at the next installa-
tion of officers.

Rationale: This is our current practice and will help ensure that all officer badges are returned at the end of the year.

Section 8 becomes new Section 7 and would read:

Section 7

In the event of a vacancy in any elected office, the office may be filled at any stated meeting, provided written notice of the 
election is sent to all members.

ARTICLE VIII – AMENDMENTS

Current By-Laws read:

Section 1

These By-Laws may be amended at any regular meeting of the Club, provided written notice of the proposed amendment 
shall be sent to all members of the Club at least 10 days prior to the meeting.  The said amendment will be voted on at the 
designated meeting.

When changed would read:

Section 1 These By-Laws may be amended at any regular meeting of the Club, provided written notice of the proposed 
amendment shall be sent to all active members of the Club at least 10 days prior to the meeting.  The said amendment will 
be voted on at the designated meeting.

Rationale: This is our current practice and will clarify who receives notice of proposed amendments.

Current By-Laws read:

ARTICLE X - WORTHY GRAND MATRON’S PROJECT - This Club shall contribute to the Worthy Grand Matron’s project each 
year.  The contribution to be distributed by vote of the members at each general meeting.

When changed would read:

ARTICLE X - WORTHY GRAND MATRON’S PROJECT shall be omitted in its entirety.

Rationale: This is no longer our standard practice and now the Club makes several individual charitable donations as outlined in 
the Standing Rules.

Therefore, ARTICLE XI becomes ARTICLE X, ARTICLE XII becomes ARTICLE XI, and ARTICLE XIII becomes ARTICLE 
XII.

ARTICLE X - ANNUAL BREAKFAST

Current By-Laws read:

Section 2

A chairman, from the city where Grand Chapter convenes, shall be appointed by the President.  The Chairman of the Break-
fast shall ask members from various sections of the state to assist in the preparations and arrangements.

When changed would read:

Section 2

A chairman shall be appointed by the President.  The Chairman of the Breakfast shall ask members from various sections of 
the state to assist in the preparations and arrangements.

Rationale: This is our current practice. 

Section 2.a

      Escorting and Table Hosting shall be performed by current Grand Representatives whenever possible.

Section 2.b

      Other breakfast committee members shall be past Grand Representatives whenever possible.
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Rationale: This change will encourage past Grand Representatives to take an active role in the Club and allow current 
Grand Representatives to more fully enjoy their commission.

Current By-Laws read:

Section 3

The disbursement of any profit from the Breakfast shall be voted on by the Club membership.

Rationale: This is being omitted and the subject is covered in Section 14 of the Club’s Standing Rules.

THE EXISTING SECTION 4 SHALL BECOME SECTION 3.

Current By-Laws read:

Section 4

No later than June 1 st, the Chairman shall send letters notifying those who are to receive complimentary tickets, en-
closing a Social Reservation Form and Housing Request Form.  She shall also send letters of invitation to the elected 
officers of the International Grand Representatives Association enclosing the same forms.

When changed would read:

Section 3

No later than May 1 st, (or no later than one week following receipt of the Grand Chapter materials), the Chairman 
shall send letters notifying those who are to receive complimentary tickets, enclosing a Social Reservation Form and 
Housing Request Form.  She shall also send letters of invitation to the elected officers of the International Grand 
Representatives Association enclosing the same forms.
